CAMP RULES

We will not tolerate the use of alcohol, tobacco, or drugs. Failure to abide by this rule will result in your
being sent home.

Decorating rooms and hallways is permitted and encouraged. However, destruction and damage to the
property is prohibited. Do not hang anything from the sprinkler heads in the rooms! Decorations must
be disposed of before check-out time. NO GLITTER

Proper attire will consist of athletic shoes and (suitable) clothing for cheering. This proper attire must
be worn at all times outside the dorm.

There will be no practicing in the dorm.
No water or shaving cream fights - or any form of vandalism - will be tolerated.

No one is permitted to leave the dorm after 10:00 p.m. Room check will be at 10:00 p.m., and lights out
will be at 11:00 p.m.

In case of illness or injury: After instructional hours (evening), report immediately by calling the 24
hour Denison line at 740-587-0810. Follow up with camp staff/camp director Lenee’ Lagnese the
following A.M. If during daytime/instructional hours, please notify camp staff/camp director
immediately; camp staff will make a follow-up call to Denison staff.

Campers are expected to attend all sessions.
Lost room keys will result in a $35 lost-key charge. Students who are locked out of your room must find

your coach first; your coach then may contact Denison staff. Lost-key charge must be paid to Denison
before you leave campus at conclusion of camp.

Window shades are to be drawn in the evening.

At check-out time, rooms will be inspected before final evaluation. Rooms are expected to be neat and
in order as found when you checked in. (Extra mattresses must be returned to original rooms.) Don’t
forget your phone/charger cords!!

Remember to unplug irons, curlers, etc., before leaving the room.

Turn off showers when finished.

Turn off lights when last one out of bathroom.

No cheering/performing in the dining hall.

No visitors permitted except on final day.

Denison University has a “no pets on campus” policy, and is a smoke-free location.
Violation of camp rules may lead to a request to leave camp immediately.
